
An End Time Vision

Now a minstrel appeared, walking up and down the shoreline lifting 
up a song to the Lord.

Their caution is not 
because of fear. It comes from a long period of separation in the 
wood where God has dealt with them as he did David in his time of 
preparation. David had no place in Saul's kingdom. He dwelt in caves 
and woods until his time came. Upon seeing others like themselves 
the Point men acknowledge one another and also the Lord's camp 
on the other side of the river. Seeing all is well they signal to their 
brothers to come forward and all begin to reenter the flowing 
purpose of God. As they stand in the river a fresh song of worship 
moves up and down the bank. Anointed minstrels appear to lead in 
the new song of the Lord.  
 
A great company responds to this song and come into the flowing 
purpose of God. Now the angel who has been waiting for this 
moment rises into the air. She has something to impart to the people 
that is critical for their condition. Without this infusion the company 
will not be able to fully understand and participate in the change 
about to take place.
