YAHSHUA ISTHE ALMIGHTY, OMNIPOTENT AND ETERNAL YHWH

One very early morning recently, as | made the drive to the city to participate in a prayer time
with some brothers, | felt the LORD pose a question to me. “ If you had to select the overriding
single thought that | have brought to you and the brothers this summer, what would that be?” The
answer came almost immediately from deep inside my being; “your people do not really know
who you are, and they do not honor and worship you as they should”. In the next few days as |
pondered this question and my answer, | began to meditate over all that the LORD has brought in
recent months.
